	The iris: emblem of the Brussels region

Here, there and everywhere, you'll see a yellow flower on a blue background featured on posters, signboards or vehicles. It's the iris, which was chosen as the emblem of Brussels region. Why the iris?
The iris is a bulb that blossoms into large, decorative flowers. It grows particularly well in marshes, with which the territory of Brussels was originally covered.
This flower was also prominent on the sceptre of the descendants of Charlemagne, including Charles of France, who set up his fortified camp in Bruocsella, which the emperor Otto II had invested as the Duchy of Basse-Lotharingie in 977. Charles of France chose the site as capital in 979, a date considered to be that of the foundation of Brussels.
So the iris is a symbol of Brussels' ancient origins. And it was the inspiration for France's fleur-de-lis. Note also that Brussels, shortly after its foundation, became the unfortunate rival of Paris in the struggle of the pretenders to the throne of France, the Carolingians and the Capetians.

Brussels - Capital region

On June 18th 1989, for the first time ever, the citizens of Brussels elected their regional representatives directly. Brussels-Capital Region was henceforth considered an autonomous region, along with the Flemish and Walloon Regions. What institutions and areas of competence does the region have? Who are the men and women who run it?

As a parliament, the Council of the Region of Brussels-Capital is authorised to enact regional laws - termed ordinances - and to control the Government. In short, its role is to ensure that our Region functions in a democratic way.

To be strong, our democracy must be full of life and this means there must be a dialogue between all the players in Brussels society: the Brussels population - whether Belgian or of foreign origin - and its driving forces in the economic, social and cultural sectors.

Brussels is a little bit of everything: an agglomeration of 19 communes forming one of the three Regions of the federal Belgian state;  the capital of the Kingdom of Belgium;  the headquarters of the Flemish and Walloon Communities, Brussels is also the home of the European Commission and the Council of the European Union.

International Brussels

Brussels is well known as the headquarters of the European institutions, but it is also the headquarters of many other international organisations. Its international character is also evident in the large number of diplomatic missions present. Brussels, in the heart of Europe, is open to the world, welcoming nearly 16,000 business congresses every year. Nearly a third of the capital's population is made up of foreigners, giving the region a truly cosmopolitan flair.

The city welcomes more than 120 international governmental organisations and around 1,400 international non-governmental organisations.  It is the second largest diplomatic city in the world.

· Language component

- Short Description of language component: objectives and teaching methods 

	Objective:

Objectives of the course: the course is specially designed for incoming exchange students who would like to be able to understand and speak some Dutch during their stay in Brussels.  The student should reach the threshold level.  The objectives of the course is also to situate Brussels in the Belgian and European context. 

Learning outcomes: the development of the 4 communication skills: listening, reading, writing and speaking.  As mentioned before, students should reach the threshold level.

Work programme and practicalities: each course foresees a 60 hours programme distributed over 3 weeks, each of 4 days – the 5th day being reserved for social and cultural activities.   Which means: 20 hours per week, 5 contact hours per day.  The course is completed with a self-study package.  Two parallel courses will be organised in summer and one in winter.  The summer parallel courses offer the possibility to group the students following their linguistic background: Germanic/Slavic and Romanic background.  The course is seminar – based and requests active participation of the learners.  Generally speaking, the course is divided into three parts: understanding Dutch following the Total Physical Response method, survival course based on the functional – notional method and the training of speaking skills.

Method:
Methodology, pedagogical approach: the language course is supported by a multimedia programme: textbook, video, audio-CD, CD-Rom, Website exploration,  Internet-based research, authentic materials, language lab and visits.  Courses are student-centred, using the challenges students face as a means of engaging them, to facilitate their acquisition of practical communication abilities and teach them grammar structures, listening, reading, writing and speaking in context. 

The pedagogical methods consist of demonstrative lectures, interactive sessions and practice by simulation and role-play.  Aspects of grammar are explained by the lecturer with exercises afterwards.  New vocabulary items are taught in interactive sessions by means of short texts and dialogues, and are further practiced in speaking exercises and conversations.  Self-activation of students is of the utmost importance.

Contents:
Basic elementary Dutch.  The course is divided into three parts: (1) understanding Dutch according to the Total Physical Response method (Asher), (2) 'survival course' based on the functional - notional method (speech acts) and (3) the training of speaking skills.

Homework material, text and work book, grammar, dictionary, and handouts.
