Part I:  General Information

· Description of town

- Short history and location
	Since more than ten years the Hogescholen (University Colleges) in West-Flanders have been working together to provide the ERASMUS incoming students with a good induction course. The Hogescholen involved are the Katholieke Hogeschool Zuid-West-Vlaanderen (KATHO), the Hogeschool West-Vlaanderen (HOWEST) and the Katholieke Hogeschool Brugge-Oostende (KHBO). The Institute for Adult education HITEK is also involved. They have campuses scattered all over the Province of West-Flanders and that is why two main campuses are used in this programme to facilitate the incoming students and to lower possible extra travelling costs. All students wanting to study Dutch are welcome of course, but we would suggest that those wanting to study for their Erasmus study-period in the northern part of the province  of West-Flanders will attend the language course in Torhout (near Bruges) and the students wanting to pursue their studies in the southern part, will prefer to come to Kortrijk.

KORTRIJK is a lovely small historical town with a belfry, a beguinage, a gothic Town-Hall and also with a thriving shopping area. The river Lys was the economic artery for the flax industry till the mid-20th century. Kortijk is now a service centre for many SMEs and International companies. TORHOUT is also a friendly small medieval Town with a baroque town hall and with two castles in the immediate vicinity. Both cities played a very important role in the history and in the cultural and political emancipation of Flanders.


- Main local/cultural events
	The EILC course co-ordinator will provide the students on arrival with the latest update on all the cultural events in both cities, as well as the things to do in Bruges, Ostend, Ghent and Antwerp. Flanders is a ribbon of cities and you are never more than an hour away from an exciting event. Provided you keep on talking Dutch we even can take you to Lille (FR). West-Flanders is a great place to live in!


- How to reach town (links from the nearest airport, train or coach stations)

	You are travelling by bus:
The coach will bring you very often directly to Kortrijk or Bruges. Check with the companies, as their final destination is not always Brussels. From Brussels onwards you take a train to either Kortrijk or Bruges.

You are travelling by car:
West-Flanders is easy to reach from neighbouring countries. The road network is good and toll-free.

Coming from the North, Torhout is accessible via E19/E17/E40 and A17/N368 and Kortrijk is accessible via the E19 and E17 (exit 2 Xpo).
Coming from the South, Kortrijk is accessible via A22/E17 (exit 2 Xpo) and Torhout is accessible via A22/E17/A17/N35/N32.

Coming from the east, it is via the E314 that you gain access to the E40 and in Ghent you have to take either the E17 for Kortrijk or continue on the E40 towards Bruges.

You are travelling by train:

Coming from the South of Europe you will probably have to change trains either in Lille Europe or Lille Flanders and take the next train to Kortrijk or Bruges.

Coming from the West you will probably travel by Eurostar and stop in Lille Europe and from there onwards in Lille Flanders take the first train to Kortrijk or Bruges.

Coming from the East you will probably take a connection in Brussels to Kortrijk or travel directly to Bruges.

Coming from the north, you will probably have to catch a connection in Antwerp for Kortrijk or Bruges.

You are travelling by boat:

You will then probably berth in Ostend or Zeebrugge: both ports have direct links to Bruges and Kortrijk.

You are travelling by air to Brussels airport:

At Brussels Airport (the national airport) take the airport City Express train which will bring you to Brussels South (Bruxelles-Midi); there you catch another train either going to Kortrijk or to Bruges. Don’t worry about travelling in Belgium: it has the densest railway network in the world and in less than an hour’s time, we are ready to pick you up at the railway station of Kortrijk.

Both campuses in Kortrijk and Torhout, where the induction courses are held, are within ten minutes by bus (Kortrijk) or within walking distance (Torhout) from the city centre.

- Transport in town (brief information on the main means of transport available)

	In Kortrijk, there is a shuttle bus from the city centre to the campus. Students often rent a bike to come to the campus.

In Torhout, if you have a room in Town, you don’t need a bus or a bike. If you have a room in Bruges, then you take a local train to Torhout and just walk from the railway station to the Institute in two minutes.


· Short Description of the Organising Institution

	The organising Institute is KATHO, Katholieke Hogeschool Zuid-West-Vlaanderen, which offers courses at Bachelor-level honoured with 180 ECTS in Business Studies, Industrial Sciences, Technology and Informatics, Agro- & Biotechnology, Nursing and Midwifery, Teacher Training and Social Sciences and at master level for Social Sciences and Nursing and Midwifery. We have more than 7.600 students spread over four campuses: Kortrijk, Tielt, Roeselare and Torhout. In 2002 KATHO joined the Association of the K.U. Leuven (Catholic University of Leuven).

The partner Institutions in this EILC project are:

- the Hogeschool West-Vlaanderen (HOWEST)
- the Katholieke Hogeschool Brugge-Oostende (KHBO)
- the institute for adult education (HITEK-Kortrijk) who offers language courses at a multitude of levels and often asks the incoming students to join an evening course for two or more hours as “native speaker” in French, Spanish, Italian or even Russian. HITEK provides excellent follow up courses in Dutch to boost your confidence in using this language.


· Accommodation 
- short description of the accommodation offered (hotel, apartments, student halls, others; if there are 

cooking facilities) and on the rent to be paid per week

	The incoming ERASMUS students linking the induction course to their study period in one of the University Colleges in West-Flanders, will be shown immediately to their lodgings: these are “digs” (“kot” in Dutch) meaning a very small private flat with a common kitchen and bathroom facilities.  This is how the Flemish students live. Here the rent is paid per month (between 250 and 300 €). KATHO’s Housing Officer will help to find you accommodation. He will explain about the facilities in the rooms. For those coming only for the Language course accommodation will be provided in a residence hall (Bruges) or a hostel (Kortrijk) to be paid per week (approx. 120 € per week). We encourage students taking our EILC courses but doing their Erasmus studies e.g. in Ghent to rent immediately a room in that city and shuttle daily between Ghent and Kortrijk.


· Meals
- short description on the services offered (university canteens, restaurants, bars, others)

	The students both in Kortrijk (KATHO-campus) and in Torhout (KATHO –RENO campus) can have lunch (cold or warm) for approx. between € 3.00 (sandwich) and € 8.00 (hot meal). But students generally buy their own food in a supermarket and experiment with each other’s national and regional recipes in the kitchens in their flats.

	Visits to the cities of Bruges, Kortrijk and Ghent to show the rich cultural heritage of Flanders and to help the students in their further touristic exploration of Flanders.

A discovery tour in the host city is organised.

· Language component

- Short Description of language component: objectives and teaching methods 

	Target Group: Beginners with no previous knowledge of Dutch (Dutch is a West Germanic language used in the Netherlands and in the northern part of Belgium-Flanders).

We specialise in Intensive Dutch for non-linguist students (mainly students in Business Studies, Industrial Sciences, Technology and Informatics, Agro- & Biotechnology, Nursing and Midwifery, Teacher Training and Social Sciences).

Objectives:

To survive easily in a Dutch speaking environment.

To be able to fend for oneself in daily situations.

To raise cultural awareness through the study of the language.

To be able to deal with questions related to meeting Flemish teachers and students in a regular class environment.

Teaching methods:

First of all: assessment of individual language levels of course participants. Then starting with traditional basic methods for language acquisition (linking to basic grammatical rules) but moving swiftly to interactive communication skills with talks, presentations, workshops and special interest focus groups.
This all put into a coherent framework with efficient use of learning time – inside and outside the classroom – as optimised through the extracurricular programme with a weekly evaluation of the programme and the progress and of course at the end of the three weeks a test both written and oral.

	Approx. 4 hours in the three weeks are used for an introduction on Flanders, Belgium and Wallonia: socio-economic aspects and constitutional structures. An introduction is also given on the European institutions with a debate on European integration.

A reception on the last day of the course involves a public assessment of the work done by the incoming students: this is generally a much-appreciated event linking all EU-nationalities in a European alliance through the Dutch language.


- assessment (specify if the assessment is made by written/oral examination, assignment,  etc.)

	The assessment includes a written (65% of the score), an oral test (30%) and attitude (regular attendance, punctuality in submitting work) (5%).

A certificate is issued at the end of the course and if supplementary assignment work is fulfilled (a written report in Dutch on the activities of the EILC with a personal appreciation) can amount up to 3 credits.

· Cultural  component

-  Short description of the cultural elements included in the course: objectives and teaching methods
	Cultural component: 
- One of the main objectives of this EILC course will be to encourage comparative discussions about socio-economic and cultural issues among our European students.
- Visits to the cities of Bruges, Kortrijk, Ghent to show the rich cultural heritage of Flanders and to help the students in their further touristic exploration of Flanders.
Teaching methods:

starting from a specific point of interest of the students (this can be an author, a painter, a historical figure) develop a conversation based on the level of acquired linguistic knowledge during the previous days. Often a discovery-game will be linked to the visits.
- We plan with the full group a visit to the European Parliament in Brussels, with a discussion with several MEPs, but this during the semester.
- A discovery tour in the host city is organised.
- During the course several practical visits will be organised in the town to exercise the survival Dutch: the lively markets, the post office, the bookshops, the greengrocer, a hospital, etc.
