· Description of town

- Short history and location
	City of Leuven : 

Leuven, capital of the province of Flemish Brabant, has a great deal to show to history and culture enthusiasts  Once the capital of the duchy of Brabant and for centuries a flourishing city of commerce as well, Leuven is a territory rich in history and architecture. The Brabant gothic style culminates in the 15th century town hall one of the most attractive landmarkds and the Saint Peter church.  Baroque is present in the Saint Michael church’s façade.  The “Groot Begijnhof “ (beguinage) really looks like  “a small town on its own”.  Students and faculty members now occupy its houses and convents.
Most streets and squares boast churches, cloisters, university buildings and houses of character, Priceless works of art are to be found in most churches and museums.  Leuven indeed was always a place where artists felt at home.  In the 15th and 16th century, the “ leuvense School” was of high repute in the world of painting.  The Brabant art of carving reached perfection in the 16th century. 

Moreover Leuven is home to one of the first universities in Europe.  The university, founded in 1425, is also the oldest in Belgium.  The university faculties, institutions and colleges are now occupied by students and faculty members. 

Right at the outskirts of the town, there is a lovely countryside with forests and funparks.  The abbeys of Park and Vlierbeek and the Arenberg castle in heverlee, in their beautiful grounds, are a green oasis of quietness.  The Heverlee  woods, the Kasselberg and the Meerdaal forest all offer splendid walking opportunities. 

Situated on the international E40 motorway and the railroad Brussels-Liege Leuven enjoys easy access, both by car and by train. Brussels itself is a mere 25 KM away.



- Main local/cultural events
	Cultural events are held all year round: theatre as well as concerts, film, conferences, exhibitions etc…

Leuven’s “Oude Markt” is a memorable sight. Rebuilt after its destruction in 1914, the atmosferic square forms a pleasing Neo-Renaissance and Neo-Baroque architectural ensemble. Folklore and traditional music play an important part in many of the events organised in Leuven. The “Marktrock” festival, held in mid-August every year, has become an exuberant happening for all ages




- How to reach town (links from the nearest airport, train or coach stations)

	by air: there is no airport in Leuven. Visitors have to come through Brussels National Airport. there is a direct rail connection from North Station.

By train: Leuven is on the main line from Ostend via Brussels and Liège to Germany




- Transport in town (brief information on the main means of transport available)

	The ILT is situated in the centre of Leuven. Buses to the railway station run every ten minutes.

The simplest way from the railway station to the ILT is to follow the Maria-Theresiastraat which continues as the Vesaliusstraat, until you meet the Dekenstraat.  The distance is roughly 1 km.




· Short Description of the Organising Institution

	The ‘Instituut voor Levende Talen’ or ILT (Institute for modern languages) organizes Dutch courses for foreign students. There are 5 levels: elementary, intermediate 1, intermediate 2, advanced 1 and advanced 2. If you start to follow the 12 hrs/week programme in October and pass the examinations at the end of every level, and, subsequently successfully follow the Dutch language summer course in August, you can reach the fifth level in one year.

Every September the ILT organizes a course for foreign students in collaboration with the K.U.Leuven International Centre. The aim of the course is to teach Dutch to those students who have no knowledge of the language. Students with an elementary knowledge will be given the possibility of improving their Dutch. Classes are 20 hours a week.

· Language component

- Short Description of language component: objectives and teaching methods 

	The aim is to make students familiar with the Dutch language. The course for beginners is based on the video-course ‘Vanzelfsprekend’, developed in our own institute. Short and lively units cover the 2000 most frequent words, the basic grammar and the essential functions for Dutch. Interesting, real-life information about Flemish society, economy, education, etc. engages students right away in meaningful interaction.

The method of teaching is the communicative approach. Besides the theoretical courses, many conversational exercises and complementary activities are planned. Skilled teachers use the most up-to-date textbooks and they supplement their material with audio and video recordings.

Course requirements: Students should be at least 18 and have a secondary school certificate or equivalent (a minimum of 12 years’ schooling).

The teaching language is Dutch. Passive knowledge of English, French or German is an advantage.
