Part I: General Information

· Description of town

- Short history and location
	Antwerp is the largest city in Flanders (= the northern part of Belgium). It has about half a million inhabitants. With its port of world importance Antwerp is a commercial and economic centre of major importance to Flemish culture and economy.

The settlement goes back to roman times. Until the 13th century Antwerp’s chief role was that of a market town. In the 16th century Antwerp was the most important financial market and largest commercial metropolis in Europe. This period of prosperity came to an end in 1585 with the splitting up of the low countries into an independent north and a southern part under Spanish rule. This division, a consequence of the religious wars ravaging Europe at the time, led to an exodus of approximately half of the population of Antwerp to the north. In the south, the blockade of the Scheldt heralded a period of economic recession.

Antwerp’s second period of prosperity started in the Napoleonic era, when the harbour expanded with a number of new docks. After the fall of Napoleon at waterloo in 1815, there followed a short-lived reunification with the northern Netherlands and an equally short period of prosperity which ended with the Belgian revolution (1830) and once again the closure of the Scheldt. It was reopened, this time definitively, in 1863. Antwerp’s third great hey-day could begin. Apart from interruptions during the two world wars, Antwerp experienced steady economic growth in the twentieth century. This gave rise to a new cultural peak and international prestige in 1993 when Antwerp was nominated cultural capital of Europe: the recognition of historical and modern-day endeavours.


- Main local/cultural events
	Antwerp has many faces. It is a city full of art and culture. Its port is one of the biggest in the world, and for almost five hundred years Antwerp has been recognised as the ‘Diamond Centre’ of the world. Scores of museums and various churches testify to an impressive cultural heritage. But Antwerp is also the city of fashion and sophisticated shopping streets, of unique promenades along the Scheldt, it has a magnificent zoo, and a beautiful central station. And of course, no other city spoils the ‘bon vivants’ as Antwerp does with its innumerable cafés and restaurants each with its own character.


- How to reach town (links from the nearest airport, train or coach stations)

	By plane:
Via Zaventem (Brussels) Airport: take the train (at the airport) to the central railway station of Antwerp (Antwerpen Centraal). Tram 2 or 15 will take you from Antwerpen Centraal (= underground stop “Diamant”) to the department where the courses are organised (stop Groenplaats, 3rd stop after ‘Diamant’). Or take the Brussels Airlines Shuttle Service to the city center (Central Station). For more information visit www.brusselsairlines.com 
By train:
Antwerp has three railway stations: Antwerpen Centraal, Antwerpen-Zuid and Antwerpen-Berchem. You can take a train to one of these stations from any railway station in Belgium. Antwerpen Centraal is closest to the department where the courses are organized (Campus Groenplaats). Take tram 2 or 15 from Antwerpen Centraal (= underground stop “Diamant”).
By car:
Antwerp lies at the cross-roads of the E17 (from Lille-Kortrijk-Ghent), the E19 (from Paris-Brussels and Amsterdam-Breda), the E34 (from Eindhoven), the E313 (from Cologne-Aachen-Liège-Hasselt) and the A12 (from Brussels).


- Transport in town (brief information on the main means of transport available)

	Public Transport:
Bus/tram transport is organised by the public transport company ‘De Lijn’. From the Antwerp Central Station buses and trams leave to all parts of the city. For more information visit www.delijn.be 
Taxis are quite expensive. Taxi ranks are located at certain places in town: the railway stations, the Groenplaats, the airport and at several other sites.

All rooms include basic furniture, but not bedding. Most rooms also include kitchenware and cutlery. Blankets, pillows, extra pots and pans, utensils etc. can be borrowed from the KdG International Office for a guarantee but students should bring their own bed linnen (sheets).

· Language component

- Short Description of language component: objectives and teaching methods 

	The course is very intensive and its objectives are to provide the incoming Erasmus students with a sound basic knowledge of the language and culture of the region in which they will spend their Erasmus study period. The course aims at the A1 level of the Common European Framework of References for Languages. There is a focus on vocabulary in combination with very basic grammar. Furthermore the course aims at basic communicative skills with a stress on practice in reading and listening comprehension and the use of Dutch in some basic every day situations. Students will be encouraged to and guided into using the language as often as possible in and around the campus. 
The approach used is communicative, interactive and task-based. The socio-cultural conventions characteristic for the region are mixed into the course and additional cultural activities are organised for the students in order to acquaint them with and make them feel at home in the area in which they will be spending their Erasmus period. The students will be treated to lectures and workshops on the main political structures in Belgium and on intercultural communication. Activities involving local Flemish Karel de Grote University College students will provide the Erasmus students with pleasant and insightful peer contacts.

	Assessment is continuous and formative during the course as well as summative (formal final oral and written test) at the end of the course. A second chance test for those who fail is organised two weeks later. For both the Dutch course as well as for the Belgian Culture and Economy module (the cultural component) students can get credits, provided they regularly take part and take exams. A certificate of attendance on which the result of the assessment (reached level A1) is mentioned is provided to all students after the final test. 

There is a self access study landscape in the department where students can use state-of-the-art technological means and digital materials to support their study. A library is incorporated into this study area. The teachers use multi-media materials like short news reports on video, to support their teaching. The department has also a pc-language laboratory which is used to stimulate oral skills.
