Part I:  General Information

· Description of town

- Short history and location
	After Brussels, Antwerp is the second largest city in Belgium, and the largest city in Flanders. Antwerp is known for its diamond industry and harbour. The city has about 470,000 inhabitants and is situated on the river Scheldt, some 30 km from the Dutch border. This makes it easy to go to Amsterdam for the weekend (2 hours by train), but also Paris (2 hours), Luxembourg (3 hours) and London (2 1/2 hours by train or 45 minutes by plane) are within easy reach.

Antwerp is, of course, also a university town, where students from all over the country take courses at one of its universities or institutes of higher education in and around the city centre. Foreign students too quickly feel at home in Antwerp, where most of its inhabitants have at least a smattering of English, French and/or German.

Ever since it became an important harbour and cultural centre (in the 16th century), Antwerp has indeed been a metropolis, but it has managed to keep a relatively small-scale feel about it. The city centre is about 2 km across. Everything is conveniently within walking distance, a factor that largely accounts for its cosy atmosphere and liveliness.


- Main local/cultural events
	Antwerp is a city of theatre, music and film. Antwerp has an opera with its own orchestra, choir and annual repertoire. Alongside many small theatres, the city also has a municipal theatre company (Het Toneelhuis), operating from the Bourla Theatre, and a youth theatre (Het Paleis). ‘De Singel’ is a centre with an international programme of contemporary art, theatre, dance and exhibitions. They all offer special youth prices.

Programmes for events at all of the above are published in the newspapers and in local magazines or can be obtained by surfing to www.antwerpen.be. Tickets can be bought at Fnac, Tele Ticket Service (070/345 345) and the Uitwinkel EKU-ticketshop (03 213 86 60).

The department of Drama, Music and Dance of the Hogeschool Antwerpen organizes a number of public student performances at very low prices.


How to reach town (links from the nearest airport, train or coach stations)

	By Air/ Antwerp - Deurne Airport is 7 km from downtown Antwerp. There are daily flights to London City, Amsterdam, Dublin and Geneva. Brussels Airport (Zaventem), the national Belgian airport is 40 km from Antwerp. From there you can get to Antwerp by train (see train) or by bus. On the Web: Antwerp Airport: http://www.antwerpairport.be/. Brussels Airport: http://www.brusselsairport.be/.  (Prices (approx.): train €7,40; bus "airport express" €10,00; taxi: €70).

By Train/ All international trains stop in Antwerpen-Berchem but not always in Antwerpen-Centraal: do check with the conductor. There is public transport from both stations to - near - all campuses (see website).

A ‘city card’ ( € 8,00) can be bought in all stations. This entitles you to make 10 tram or bus rides in town (it is valid one hour, and you may change trams or buses within the hour without extra charge). One single ticket bought on the tram/bus will cost € 1,60.

You take the left exit and come up at ‘Nationalestraat’; The fourth street on the right is ‘Sint-Andriesstraat’. · Short Description of the Organising Institution

	The Lessius Hogeschool  organizes education in six fields of study: Psychology (BA), Speech Language Therapy and Audiology (BA), Technology (BA), Applied Language Studies (BA & MA), Applied Engineering (BA & MA) and Business Studies (BA & MA). The Lessius Hogeschool is a member of the K.U.Leuven Association, the network around the Catholic University Leuven.

Statistics: ±4.500 regular students and ± 800 degrees are awarded every year. The number of lecturers is about 180 FTE (Full-time employment equivalent).

The department of Applied Language Studies, which organizes the EILC course, is situated on the campus Sint-Andriesstraat, in the centre of Antwerpen.   The department provides a BA in Applied Language Studies and 4 MA programmes:

	In Antwerp many individuals let rooms, bedsits and flats. Lessius Hogeschool itself does not have halls of residence, but does help exchange students find a place.  We distinguish four categories of people to be lodged, EILC students who will be Erasmus student … : 
1. … at an institute located outside Antwerp;






2. … in Antwerp, but NOT at the Lessius Hogeschool;






3. … at the Lessius Hogeschool, during 1 semester;






4. … at the Lessius Hogeschool, during the whole academic year.

1. EILC students who will be Erasmus students at an institute located outside Antwerp. We'd advise them to take a room at a youth hotel /hostel.  An extensive list can be found at http://www.lessius.eu/english.


Or they can rent a bedsitter (2 persons). The Antwerp educational institutions have developed a common 
accommodation service called KOTWEB. Student lodgings meeting certain requirements are registered on this 
site. Ask for a KOTWEB password at inge.vanabbenyen@lessius.eu.
2. EILC students who will be an Erasmus student in Antwerp, but NOT at the Lessius Hogeschool. Normally, the coordinator of the institute where you are accepted as an Erasmus student will help you find accommodation for the whole period of your stay in Antwerp. It does not make sense to take a room somewhere just for the period of the EILC course. First of all it is very difficult to rent a room for just 1 month. Moreover it is better to settle in immediately in the room that you will occupy the whole year / semester.

3. Erasmus students at the Lessius Hogeschool staying here during the first semester.  As most of the Erasmus students stay only 1 semester I would advise them to try and take over the rooms of our Erasmus students who are abroad during the first semester. The list of the rooms available will be published on the website by mid - June. You're supposed to contact people on that list yourselves and make arrangments!

4. Erasmus students at this institute staying here the whole academic year.  You can either take a room from one of our students going abroad during the first semester and then change rooms in February. (By that time it is easier to rent for one semester: quite a few students give up after a couple of months).  Or you can take a room immediately for the whole year. Check at this website: www.studentkotweb.be or or contact your departmental coordinator. Ask for a KOTWEB password at inge.vanabbenyen@lessius.eu.

	A new student restaurant was opened in September 2005. You can get all kind of sandwiches at reasonables prices. Between 12.00 and 14.00 hot meals are offered. (the typically Belgian “French” fries plus steak or a vegetarian dish).

Students may, of course, also choose to eat in one of the many eateries around the hogeschool. Most student accommodation offers excellent cooking facilities too.

Among the most renowned museums there are : the diamond museum, the shipping museum, the Royal Museum of Fine Arts, Rubens’ House, the Rockox House, the Plantin-Moretus Museum, the Mayer Van Den Bergh Museum, the Museum of Contemporary Art (MUHKA), the Provincial Museum of Photography, the Middelheim Open-Air Sculpture Museum. · Language component

- Short Description of language component: objectives and teaching methods 

	We use the Multi-Media course "Vanzelfsprekend" for adult learners of Dutch, developed by the 'Instituut voor levende talen' of the Katholieke Universiteit Leuven (Catholic University Leuven, Belgium).  It is a complete Dutch language study package.  It can be used as a self-study course or for the classroom approach.

Vanzelfsprekend is a thorough and comprehensive course that covers the complete range of skills: listening, reading, writing and speaking.  The supporting material reflects everyday life in Flanders.  

The obvious advantage of Vanzelfsprekend is that the user can study at his own pace.  The study package design is systematic and well-organised, consisting of units that can be covered in one session.  

Basically the course is divided into 2 main sections of 5 parts each.  Parts 1 to 5 provide an elementary vocabulary of some 1000 words and the basic Dutch structures.  Parts 6 to 10 present all the language functions, grammar and another 1000 words to help the user to an intermediate level.

Supporting material: video, textbook, workbook, cassettes, glossary and appendices with lists of irregular verbs.  

The VIDEO is conceived as a tv-show and functions as the first step in learning process.  It contains 3 sections smoothly integrated by a presenter: 1. a soap, introducing the new speech acts and vocabulary in natural contexts; 2. a grammar section that serves as an introduction to the structural aspects; 3. a documentary section which focuses on some socio-cultural aspects of Flemish and/or Belgian society.

The TEXTBOOK contains 10 parts of 7 lessons each.  The lessons are further subdivided into smaller units.  Each unit contains either dialogues or a text.  The lessons are further subdivided in into smaller units.  Each unit contains either dialogues or a text.  The dialogues have been recorded on accompanying CASSETTES.  They can be used for listening comprehension practice but also as examples for imitation.  Each unit is followed by summary boxes (speech acts, grammar, words, language functions).  The summary boxes refer to the WORKBOOK.  The units in the workbook review and practise the language from the textbook.

Students also use the PC’s available in our study centre to exercise on their own. We use the software “Go Dutch”, a language course on CD-rom; developed by the ‘Instituut voor Levende Talen’, K.U.Leuven (Belgium) in collaboration with the ‘Universitair Talencentrum’, Universiteit Tilburg (the Netherlands).
