Part I:  General Information

· Description of town

- Short history and location
	Antwerp, a city with about half a million inhabitants is situated in the northern part of Belgium, called Flanders (Vlaanderen). The language they speak is Dutch. The southern part of Belgium, where French is spoken, is called Wallonia (Wallonië) . 

Antwerp is of major importance to economic and cultural life in Flanders.  The harbour of Antwerp is one of the largest in the world, and gives the city its international dimension.

The river Scheldt has always played an important role in defence and trade. The settlement of Antwerp goes back to Gallo-Roman times (2nd and 3rd Centuries A.D.). Until the 13th century Antwerp’s chief role was that of a market town. The 14th century was a period of economic growth and population increase.  In the 16th century (the Golden Age) Antwerp was the most important financial market and largest commercial metropolis in Europe.  The art of printing, for example, flourished in Antwerp under the influence of Christoffel Plantin (the name of our university college is derived from him). Other well-known names from that age are the painters Quinten Matsys and Bruegel, the humanists and scientists Lipsius, Mercator, Dodoens and Ortelius (names of our aula’s and meeting rooms at 1 of the campuses).  This period of prosperity came to an end in 1585 with the splitting up of the low countries into an independent north and a southern part under Spanish rule.  This division, a consequence of the religious wars ravaging Europe at the time, led to an exodus of almost half the population of Antwerp to the north.  Although the closing of the river Scheldt led to a period of economic recession in the south, the first half of the 17th century was a time of cultural importance when many important figures that are associated with the city, such as Rubens and Van Dyck, were alive.    
In the Napoleonic era Antwerp’s second period of prosperity started, when the harbour expanded with a number of new docks.  After the fall of Napoleon in 1815 there followed a short reunification with the northern Netherlands and an equally short period of prosperity followed, with the Belgian Revolution in 1830 and once again the closure of the River Scheldt.  It was reopened, this time definitively, in 1863.  Then Antwerp’s third great hey-day could begin.  Apart from the interruptions during the two world wars, Antwerp experienced steady economic growth in the 20th century.  This gave rise to a new cultural high point and international prestige in 1993, the year Antwerp was nominated Cultural Capital of Europe. 
 


- Main local/cultural events
	It is interesting to discover the meaning of “Antwerpen” that is probably related to the legend that goes back to Roman times ……..Welcome in Antwerp!
Locals in Antwerp refer to Antwerp as ‘t stad’ (or  THE city), as if there is no other city in Belgium. Antwerp people are in fact very proud of their city. Why? It is not only an historical city with impressive architecture,  but also a city full of bars, music, theatre, design and fashion.

How do you plan an evening out? 

After class you go to the suburb near the Nationalestaat to buy a new outfit from one of Antwerp’s world famous designers or if money is an issue go to the numerous outlet stores in the centre of Antwerp, then you can meet in a trendy restaurant near the river SCHELDT, a great place to relax after a hard day of studying. Afterwards

go to one of Antwerp’s world famous theatre companies, such as ‘Het Toneelhuis’, or ‘De Singel’ where they offer you an international programme of contemporary art, theatre, dance and exhibitions at special youth prices. 
You will end your evening in a pub with live music or in a cosy bar.

- How to reach town (links from the nearest airport, train or coach stations)

	By Air -  By Coach – By train :  

Via Zaventem (Brussels) airport : 

Every hour a direct coach service departs from the airport to the city centre of Antwerp.  This coach service is operated every day.  The coaches (blue and white colours) leave from the back of platform B at the bus station (level 0) . 

The stop “De Keyserlei” (near the central station) is always served.

On weekdays and Saturdays : first departure 5:00 a.m. - last departure 12 midnight.

On Sundays : first departure 7:00 a.m. - last departure 12 midnight

Travel time : 45 minutes.

You can also take the train (without leaving the airport) to the railway station of Antwerp (Antwerpen Centraal). 
This Central station is situated at 10 minutes walking distance to the campus where the courses are organised (Meistraat 5, 2000 Antwerp).  Without leaving the station (underground) you have direct access to tram 2 (stop at “Opera”).  But in front of the main entrance of the central station you can also take tram 12 or 24 and you will have to leave at the 2nd stop.   
Via the airport of Deurne, www.antwerpairport.be . Take coach 14 to its final destination “Pelikaanstraat”, next to Central Station.

	When you have applied for an Erasmus Study or Placement at Plantijn University College our international office will help you to find accommodation on your request.  Accepted students, who do not wish this assistance can look into the housing database KOTWEB (a website from the AUA, Antwerp University Association) where a selection of recognised student accommodation is offered. Access to the database www.studentkotweb.be is given after requesting a username and password, available mid June.  There you will find several kind of accommodation such as a room in student halls, studios, apartments.  A student room vary between € 250 and €350. Usually rooms include basic furniture and kitchenware, but no sheets or towels. We advise you to check this with your future landlord when you book your room.

· Language component

- Short Description of language component: objectives and teaching methods 

	Our objective is to provide our incoming Erasmus students with a good basic knowledge of the Dutch language and Flemish culture in a first step to acquaint them with the area in which they will be spending their Erasmus period and so feel at home.  In a second step they will feel what it means to be European citizens and get to know the variety of European countries.  In a third step we believe these students will grow as world citizens, who are acquainted to different cultures.  

The main objective of the course is to stimulate and improve the communication of the Erasmus students with their environment, so that they will be able to overcome the language barrier and get out the most of their Erasmus experience. 

The course is therefore intended to provide practice in the understanding, production and use of colloquial Dutch and to provide the students with basic understanding of the Flemish culture, in order to help them to communicate at a basic level with other students and interlocutors.
This course aims at  the A1 level of the Common European Framework of References for Languages (CEFR). 

We aim to provide basic communicative skills with an emphasise on the oral communication.

The student can produce basic phrases about time, people and places. He/she can describe everyday aspects of his/her study experience. He/she can give a simple description or presentation of people, living or studying conditions as a short series of simple phrases and sentences. He/she can fill in uncomplicated forms with personal details, name and address.

It all concerns ‘real life’ situations.

Total number of classes, contact hours, hours of practice conversation/language laboratory ……

Two classes will offer each 60 hours in total, being 46 hours in the class, including role play,  practice conversation/language laboratory,  6 hours of presentation of a chosen case, and 8 hours of guided teamwork and self study.  These hours give the possibility to obtain 5 ECTS credits, provided the student has regularly followed the courses and has taken exams.

· Cultural component

-  Short description of the cultural elements included in the course: objectives and teaching methods
	First of all, the social- cultural conventions characteristic for Flanders are mixed into the Dutch course. The supporting materials also reflect everyday life in Flanders.

Furthermore you will have the opportunity to visit the city centre of Antwerp, the town hall, the art nouveau quarter, the diamond centre, the fashion museum, the museum of photography, etc.  You will receive a booklet with guidelines and tasks to perform.

We will organise a walk through specific intercultural districts such as the Turkish or Jewish district. A visit to the European Parliament in Brussels will be scheduled.

A lecture or workshop on the main political structures in Belgium and on intercultural communication will help you with an insight in Belgian live.

During the academic year, the Erasmus Student Network organises trips to all major Flemish cities.
