Part I:  General Information

· Description of town

- Short history and location
	Gent is situated in the Dutch-speaking part of Belgium called Flanders. It lies between the coast (North Sea) and Brussels. Over the years Gent has been given several names : historic heart of Flanders, city of all times, one of the most beautiful historic cities in Europe, cultural capital of Flanders. 

The city combines an impressive past with a vivid present. Gent distinguishes itself from other Flemish cities by its fortuitous blend of industry and commerce with an astonishing medieval inner town. Cosy corners alternate with pleasant and busy shopping streets.. 

The historic heart of the city offers a wide range of places of interest. On top of the Sint Michiel’s Bridge, you have a wonderful view of Gent, with the three famous towers of the Sint-Niklaas Church, the Belfry and Sint Baaf’s Cathedral with the world famous painting The adoration of the mystic lamb by Jan van Eyck. The atmosphere of the medieval inner city can best be felt in the old harbour where little boats will take you along the Graslei, the Korenlei and other streets lined with historic buildings. Not far away there is the Gravensteen (Count’s Castle), once the fortress of the Count of Flanders. Nowadays it is a major tourist attraction. 

Furthermore, there are many museums, abbeys, beguinages, dozens of churches and historical buildings. Not only lovers of art and culture visit the city,  Gent has everything to attract visitors who want to go shopping,  who like eating out, or who like to go out.

Gent is also the scene of a vivid student life. The university of Gent alone occupies about thirty sites in and around the city and has over 30,000 students. 

All year round, there are plenty of cultural events: film, theatre concerts, conferences and exhibitions. All possible genres are represented.

The climate is generally mild but wet. A raincoat is very useful. It can be quite hot in summer (up to 30°), but it can be quite cool (11°) as well. During the winter, temperatures vary (between 10° and – 6°C).

Gent is conveniently situated in the middle of the triangle formed by Antwerp, Brussels and Bruges. The seaside is only 50 km away and Amsterdam, London, Paris and Köln are within easy reach.

	By air:

There is no airport in Gent. Visitors have to come either through Brussels National Airport in Zaventem, or via the smaller airports of  Antwerp or Charleroi. There are regular rail connections between the airports and Gent. 

From Zaventem there is a train every 30’. You may have to stop over at Brussels North to take a direct train to Gent (railway station : Gent Sint-Pieters).

By train: 

National and international trains stop in Gent (Sint-Pieters Station). Gent is on the main line Liège- Brussels - Ostend.

By car:

Gent is situated at the intersection of the E17 and E40 motorways and can easily be reached by car.

Coaches: 

The buses of Eurolines depart from and return to Gent quite frequently.

The network of public transport in Gent is well extended, with buses, trolleys and trams connecting all areas of the town and surroundings. There are taxis and boats. bicycles can be rented.

Between classes students can meet and have something to eat or drink in one of the university snack bars or in one the many cafes in the neighbourhood of the university buildings. As the university is situated in the centre of Gent there is no shortage of facilities.

	· You learn the basic grammar (levels 1 and 2 of Dutch for speakers of other languages study the basic grammar of the Dutch language). 

· Listening skills: by means of simple semi-authentic listening texts you get acquainted with spoken Dutch. The assignments are focused on a general understanding of the information given. 

· Writing skills: you will learn how to fill out forms with personal information, how to write short messages (a letter, a postcard). You will also learn how to write short texts on everyday topics (living, hobbies). 

· Reading skills: you learn how to extract information from forms, leaflets, websites, simple texts. 

· Speaking skills: you learn how to give information on yourself, how to make an appointment, and you also learn to have simple conversations. A lot of time is spent on speaking exercises. The preparatory module of this course deals with the pronunciation in Dutch.
